	Reason for Legislation

This Ordinance authorizes the Director of General Services to enter into a Development and Purchase Agreement with the Land Clearance Redevelopment Authority of Kansas City, Missouri (LCRA) to transfer title to an approximately 5.089 acre parcel of property being a part of the South 625 feet of Lot 5, Commissioners Plat No. 2 of Levi Owings Estate, lying South of U.S. Highway 40 Cut-off, East of Interstate I-70, and West of the West Bank of the Big Blue River, and a part of the Southeast Quarter of the Southwest Quarter of Section 13, Township 49 North, Range 33 West,  to facilitate redevelopment within the Blue Valley Urban Renewal Area.

This parcel is a part of the property acquired by the City in 1995 to realign and re-channel the Big Blue River. The parcel is within the Blue Valley Urban Renewal Area which was created by Ordinance no. 980946 passed on August 27, 1998, so it lies within an area that has been previously declared to be blighted or insanitary area, within the meaning of those terms as set out in Section 99.320, RSMo.
The City-owned parcel is vacant and unimproved.  The City is proposing to construct a trail for recreational purposes and to provide access for ongoing maintenance to the re-channeled Big Blue River.  The parcel that is proposed to be conveyed to the LCRA is 25 feet west of the most westerly disturbance area as shown on the trail project plans and therefore the conveyance isn’t projected to interfere with the future trail construction, development and operation.  
This Ordinance would authorize the Director of General Services to enter into a Development and Purchase Agreement with LCRA by which the City would convey title to a 5.089 acre parcel to LCRA for subsequent transfer to Yana Properties, LLC, a Missouri limited liability company, doing business as Blue Nile Contractors, Inc., a Missouri corporation (“Developer”).  On August 22, 2018, the LCRA Board of Commissioners adopted its Resolution No. 8-2-18 selecting the Developer for the redevelopment of this parcel for its construction company offices and related storage in the Blue Valley Urban Renewal Area. No consideration is being paid for the parcel, but the Developer has agreed not to seek any tax abatements or other form of tax incentives. 
Conditions of Conveyance

Conveyance of this parcel to the LCRA is conditioned upon the following requirements that the Developer: (i)
abides by federal and state regulations related to floodplains, and the municipal regulations related to floodplain management as contained in Chapter 28 of the Municipal Code of Ordinances, including without limitation, those prohibitions for floodways contained in Section 28-55 of such Chapter, including no encroachments, fill, new construction, substantial improvements and other development should be contemplated within the adopted regulatory floodway on the Property; (ii) implements a buffer including the planting and maintenance of trees as part of landscaping created as a part of the Project for the anticipated trail which is being constructed by the City for recreational purposes but also to provide access to maintain the re-channeled Blue River; (iii) agrees to restrict the continuation or renewal of any billboards licenses or leases, as a part of the acceptance of the deed from the LCRA and will agree for itself, as the Developer, and its successors and assigns, not to permit any future billboards on the Property and to cause the discontinuation of the existing billboard as soon as practical; (iv) accepts the City’s reservation of continued ingress and egress through the Property as needed by the City and/or the State of Missouri Department of Transportation to access the property retained by the City that lies to the south of Interstate I-70; (v) accepts the City’s further reservation of existing recorded rights-of-way and easements and the reservation of necessary easements for operation, maintenance and replacement of existing municipal utilities including a 12” waterline along the northern property and granting an easement on property otherwise owned or controlled by the Developer for other portions of the existing 12” water line; (vi) agrees to timely complete the renovations and not to seek any tax abatement or other tax incentives for the Project; and (vii)  such other conditions to transfer of the Property as determined necessary by the Director of General Services in consultation with other departments, including the Water Services Department and the City Planning and Development Department.
