	Discussion (including relationship to other Council actions)

This ordinance will modify several code sections to make the following substantive adjustments:
1) The Mayor is empowered to select the chairperson and the chair may serve for the duration of their term. The code currently provides for the chair to be elected by the members of the committee and imposes a two-year term limit.

2)  A quorum is defined as a majority of the seated members.  The code currently defines a quorum as 8 of 15 members.  This change will allow the Commission to meet and function if multiple unfilled vacancies exist.

3)  The members may request the Mayor remove any member who fails to attend two consecutive or four combined meetings in a year. The code currently allows removal after three unexcused absences in a year.
