Resolution to Accept Deed for 8211 Highland Avenue as an Addition to the Marlborough Community Center Site 
Background:

The Marlborough Community Center is located in 5th Councilmanic District at 8204 The Paseo and was constructed on an approximately ½ acre site, and dedicated on August 26th 2000.  Due the small size of the site, off-street parking for this facility is limited.  

The property adjacent to the west of the community center site, 8211 Highland Avenue is approximately 13,500 square feet, contains a vacant residential structure and is owned by the Wheatland Corporation based in Olathe, Kansas.  The owner desires to donate this lot to the city at no cost to be used for the expansion of the existing parking lot.  
A Phase I Environmental Assessment was prepared by New Horizons LLC, for this site and no Recognized Environmental Conditions were observed.  An Asbestos Inspection conducted on the structure did reveal evidence of asbestos containing materials.  The asbestos, as a standard practice will be abated prior to demolition and removal of the structure.   
A neighborhood meeting and presentation was conducted with the Marlborough Neighborhood Coalition and positive feedback was received regarding the parking lot expansion.

Funding for the remediation, removal of the residential structure and parking lot development has been made available through PIAC. 
The Council of Kansas City, Missouri is hereby requested accept this parcel and declare it to be Parkland and to remain such forever in accordance with Section 1004 of the Charter. 
Recommendation:

Staff recommends that the Board accept the deed as an addition to the community center grounds for the purpose of expanding the existing parking lot.
