The Major Street Plan is a transportation planning document adopted by the City Council that identifies the general alignment and functional classification of streets, highways and parkways for an ultimate transportation network.

	Discussion

This document is acknowledged by the Zoning Ordinance, the Subdivision Regulations, land use plans and other planning tools of Kansas City.  

This document identifies the location of existing and proposed major streets, the minimum right-of-way needed to accomplish the width of streets and the desired lane widths of such streets.

This amendment proposes to show the realignment Maplewoods Parkway between M-1/N. Antioch Rd. and Pleasant Valley Park
The proposed amendment is consistent with actions by the Parks Board based on recommendations of a consultant study and the desire of adjacent neighborhoods and property owners. The revised alignment would also include bike facilities planned for the parkway on the bike route network of the Major Street Plan. A consultant study of the alignment including significant public involvement and outreach was conducted from early 2004 to early 2005. All property owners potentially impacted by the realignment were contacted. The revised alignment seeks to minimize adverse impacts and displacement of property owners. The proposed realignment has been coordinated with the N. Brighton realignment plan, a new Police Patrol and Academy to be located within Pleasant valley Park, and MetroGreen a regional greenway initiative sponsored by MARC.
