Resolution authorizes the Mayor on behalf of the City of Kansas City, Missouri to submit applications to the U.S. EPA for $400,000 in funds cleanup of hazardous waste and petroleum brownfield properties in the Kansas City East Village Project area.  

A $200,000 grant is requested for cleanup of hazardous waste.  An additional $200,000 grant is requested for cleanup of petroleum contamination.  A total of $400,000 in grant funds is requested to cleanup property in the East Village project area.

Details

	The resolution authorizes the Mayor to submit proposals to U.S. EPA for $400,000 in cleanup grant funds pursuant to an invitation for proposals under the Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation and Liability Act of 1980, as amended (CERCLA).  Of the grant funds, $200,000 is sought to cleanup hazardous waste contamination, and an additional $200,000 is sought to cleanup petroleum contamination associated with the former Greyhound Bus Terminal at 700 East 12th Street, Kansas City.  

Federal EPA grant rules require a local match of 20%, or $80,000 in cash or in-kind services.  Adequate funds for local match have been identified from approximately $19 million in bond proceeds realized by State and local tax increment finance plans.  Please note that by submitting the applications authorized by this resolution, the City does not make any obligation or commitment to provide local match funds, unless such grant proposals are selected and grant awards are received by the City.   Under the EPA grant procedures, if the proposals are selected, EPA would then invite the City to submit a cooperative agreement application.
