	Discussion:
Case No. 11426-CP - Ord. No. 941101, passed Sept. 8, 1994, rezoned about 33.8 acres from District RA to District CP-3, and approved a CP District preliminary plan.  This rezoning and plan approval included 202,150 SF of commercial within (10) buildings.  Phase One Sequence One was the site of a proposed Home Quarters but was not constructed. 

Case No. 11426-CP-1 - Final Plan approved by CPC on Dec. 6, 1994, with conditions.  This site is the proposed Home Quarters site on 11.37 acres (never constructed).

Case No. 11426-CP-2 - Rezoning 46.83 acres from RA and CP-3 to CP-3 and a preliminary plan approval, was DISMISSED without prejudice by the CPC on 12/20/94. 

Case No. 11426-URD-3 - Proposal to rezone about 346.8 acres from numerous zones to URD (urban redevelopment district) - was continued by the CPC on 2/7/95. 

Case No. SD 0666 - Final Plat, Barry Towne - First Plat, approved by Ord. No. 950228 on March 2, 1995, created 10 lots and one detention area on about 33 acres. 

Case No. SD 0666A - Final Plat, Barry Towne - Second Plat, approved by Ord. No. 951685 on Dec. 21, 1995, created four (4) lots on about 12.5 acres.   

Case No. 11426-CP-4 - Ord. No. 951250, passed 10/05/95, rezoned about 48 acres from RA and CP-3 to CP-3 and approved an amended preliminary plan.

Case No. 11426-CP-5 - Final Plan for Kohl’s Department store approved by the CPC on 10/17/95.

Barry Towne Tax Increment Financing Plan – C.S. Ord. No. 960307, approved May 1996, approved the Barry Towne TIF plan and designated the redevelopment area.

Case No. SD 0666B - Final Plat, Barry Towne Target, creating three (3) lots on 9.27 acres for the Target Store, approved by Ord. No. 980024 on Jan. 15, 1998.

Case No. 11426-CP-6 - Final Plan for Target approved by the CPC on 11/04/97. 

Case No. 11426-CP-7 - Final Plan for Circuit City approved by the CPC on 03/03/98.  Note:  No revised final plan was resubmitted for final stamp approval. 

Case No. 11426-CP-8 - Final Plan for Circuit City (second submittal) approved by the CPC on June 2, 1998.

Case No. 11426-CP-9 – Ord. No. 981480, approved January 21, 1999, approved some minor modifications to the existing CP Preliminary Plan.

Case No. 11426-CP-10 – Ord. No. 990725, approved June 24, 1999, rezoned 89.56 acres from Districts RA and CP-3 to CP-3 and approved a preliminary plan. 

Case No. SD 0666C - Final Plat, Barry Towne – Third Plat, for two lots and one tract, located at the SW corner of NW 88th Street and N Madison Avenue, approved with Ordinance No. 000302 on March 9, 2000. 

Case No. 11426-CP-11 – Final Plan for Sites; (1D) Linens/Things, (1E) Michaels, (1F) Babies “R” Us, and (1G) Dick’s, approved by the City Plan Commission on February 15, 2000. 

Case No. 11426-CP-12 – Final Plan for Phase 3AB, Famous Footwear, approved by the City Plan Commission on January 16, 2001. 

Case No. 11426-CP-13 – To consider rezoning about 60 acres north of NW 88th Street from District RA (agricultural) to District CP-3 (regional planned business center), and approval of a preliminary development plan for a commercial/ retail development (Barry Towne Shopping Center) including a Home Depot, approved with CS Ordinance No. 010244 on March 8, 2001.

Case No. 11426-CP-14 – Final Plan for the installation of two (2) pylon signs to identify the district approved by the City Plan Commission on March 6, 2001. 

Case No. SD 0666D - Final Plat, Barry Towne – First Plat, Replat of Lot 3A and part of Lot 3B and all of Lot 4, on 3.6 acres at the NE corner of N Madison Avenue and NW Barry Road approved with Ordinance No. 011405 on Oct. 11, 2001.
Case No. SD 0666E - Final Plat, Barry Towne – Fourth Plat, located north of NW Barry Road and east of N Madison Avenue, creating three commercial lots on 33.9 acres recommended for approval by the City Plan Commission on April 3, 2001.  This plat has not been approved by the City Council. 

Case No. 11426-CP-15 – Final Plan for four additional businesses in one building and parking at the site between NW Barry Road on the south, N Mercier Street on the west, NW 84th Terrace on the north and N Madison Avenue on the east. CPC recommended approval with conditions on December 4, 2001.   (Note: this is the same location as Case No. 11426-CP-16). 

Case No. 11426-CP-16 – Final Plan for four additional businesses in one building and parking at the site between NW Barry Road on the south, N Mercier Street on the west, NW 84th Terrace on the north and N Madison Avenue on the east. CPC recommended approval with conditions on March 5, 2002.  (Note: this is the same location as Case No. 11426-CP-15). 

Case No. 11426-CP-17 - Ord. No. 020690, approved June 27, 2002, amended a previously approved Preliminary Plan in District CP-3 (regional planned business center) to allow for a larger pylon sign and other minor revisions to the approved preliminary development plan. 

Case No. 11426-A-18 - On September 24, 2002, the Board of Zoning Adjustment denied a variance to the maximum allowable height of a pylon sign in District CP-3 and denied a variance to the maximum allowable width of a pylon sign in District CP-3.

Case No. 11426-A-19 – On March 25, 2003, the Board of Zoning Adjustment denied a request for temporary and conditional permit approval of a monument sign in an undeveloped area of the City to allow an existing off-premise monument sign to remain in District RA.  

Case No. 215-S-12 -- To amend the Gashland Area Plan by amending the Proposed Land Use Plan and Map for an area of about 40 acres generally located south of Northwest 88th Street and east of North Platte Purchase Road, by changing the recommended land use from "Office/Commercial" to "Medium Density Residential" – continued off of the City Plan Commission docket on October 19, 2004.  

Case No. 11426-P-20 - About 38.7 acres generally located south of Northwest 88th Street and east of North Platte Purchase Drive, to consider rezoning the site from District RA (Agricultural district) to District R-2b (Two-family dwelling district) – continued off of the City Plan Commission docket on October 19, 2004.  

Case No. 11426-CUP-23 - About 38.7 acres generally located at south of NW 88th Street and east of North Platte Purchase Drive, to consider the approval of a community unit project plan in District R-2b, to allow for a multifamily residential complex – continued off of the City Plan Commission docket on October 19, 2004.  

Case No. 11426-CP-21 – About 1.8 acres generally located at the northeast corner of NW Barry Road and North Platte Purchase Drive, to consider rezoning the site from District RA (Agricultural district) to District CP-1, (Neighborhood planned business center) and the approval of a preliminary plan for two commercial buildings -- recommended approval by the City Plan Commission on October 19, 2004, but has not proceeded to the City Council for final rezoning approval. 
Case No. 11426-P-22 – Ordinance No. 051350, passed January 13, 2005, rezoned about 8.2 acres generally located south of NW 88th Street and east of North Platte Purchase Drive, from District RA (Agricultural district) to District O (Office district) and approved a preliminary plan for six office buildings.  Note: This is the preliminary plan for this site.

Case No. 11426-P-24 – To consider the approval of a final plan in District O (Office district), for a medical office building, was recommended for approval by the City Plan Commission on March 15, 2005 with conditions.  Note: This is the final plan for this site.
