Settlement for former Kansas City Firefighter, Mark Robinson.  Mr. Robinson was severely burned while fighting a fire on February 6, 2002.  He is unable to return to his former firefighting job as a result of the injuries to his head, face, neck and lungs.  The total amount of the settlement is $58,589.80.

Discussion (including relationship to other Council actions)

Mark Robinson sustained burns to his head, face, neck and pulmonary system.  He required numerous plastic surgery procedures and skin grafting.  He received $133,071.32 in medical payments and $12,769.09 in wage loss payments.  Mark Robinson has a 37.5% permanent partial disability of the body as a whole as a result of his severe third degree burns.  Judge Paul McKeone awarded him the maximum disfigurement allowed under the Missouri Workers’ Compensation law (40 weeks of compensation).  Mr. Robinson is unable to return to his regular firefighting position and is now employed in Fire Prevention.
