EXISTING CONDITIONS:  


The area of the preliminary plat includes a rental duplex, townhome and apartment complex known formerly as “The Mews” and now known as “Lindenhill.”  The site is approximately 500 feet south of Bannister Road accessed by Lydia Avenue.  Mews Drive extends east of Lydia Avenue and terminates approximately 1,800 feet to the east.  The north side of Mews Drive is developed with 12, 2-story brick apartment buildings from Lydia to Woodland and with 11, 2-story townhomes from Woodland to approximately Shepherds Drive.





The thirty-three duplexes are located around the termination of Mews Drive and on the south side of Mews Drive.





Seven buildings, accessed by 2 drives from Lydia, are located on the west side of Lydia.  Lydia, Woodland and Shepherds Drive extend south to the single-family lots approved in the original CUP plan.  The apartment buildings are 2-story varying in size with 8 to 34 units.  The 2-story townhomes contain 3 to 6 units each.  The preliminary plat proposes the conversion in two phases with the apartments and townhomes on the east side of Lydia as Phase 1 and the buildings on the west side of Lydia and all the duplexes in a second phase.








The streets are generally constructed to current standards other than no sidewalks on the streets other than on both sides of Lydia.  This project was developed prior to that requirement.  Staff is not recommending the construction of sidewalks.  The buildings comply with the required setbacks, identified in the approved CUP plan.  The project also identifies the existing pool, clubhouse and tennis court.  





Parking for 521 cars is provided for the 382 units, exceeding the 1 space per unit requirement.  This preliminary plat also proposes the renaming of Mews Drive to Linden Woods Drive.  The Street Naming Committee assigned E. 97th Street for this east/west street.





On January 3, 2006, the City Plan Commission recommended Approval subject to the following conditions:





1.	That the developer submit covenants, conditions and restrictions to the Law Department for approval for the maintenance of common areas and private open space tracts.
