Woodland Avenue and 1,400 ft. north of N.E. Staley Road and extending about 900 ft. east of N. Woodland Avenue. (Ordinance No. 001694, passed February 15, 2001).
Case No. 11659-CUP-2: A request to amend a previously approved community unit project for 1,226 units on about 185 acres generally located 950 ft. south of N.E. Cookingham Drive, east side of N. Woodland Avenue and extending about ½ mile east, and on the north side of N.E. Staley Road. (Current approved plan). (Ordinance No. 001695, passed February 15, 2001).
