Case No. 127-S-6 – Ordinance 071182, passed December 6, 2007 approved the Second Amended and Restated Columbus Park Urban Renewal Plan (Fifth Amendment to the Columbus Park Urban Renewal Plan) on about 320 acres generally bounded on the north by the Missouri River, on the east by Interstate 29/35, on the south by I-70 Freeway, and on the west by Missouri Highway 9, as required by the Land Clearance for Redevelopment Authority Law of Missouri, Section 99.300 through 99.715, inclusive, R.S.Mo.

Case No. 13903-A – At its regularly scheduled meeting on April 22, 2008, the Board of Zoning Adjustment dismissed a request for a variance to the minimum required front and rear yard setbacks of a principal structure, both to allow for the construction of 5 townhouses, plus any other necessary variances.

Case No. 13903-URD-1 – Ordinance 080673, passed August 21, 2008 approved a rezoning on about 0.30 acres generally located at the southwest corner of 5th Street and Charlotte Street, from District R-4 (low apartments) to District URD (urban redevelopment district), and approval of a preliminary development plan for five multifamily units (Currently Approved Preliminary Development Plan)

	How will this contribute to a sustainable Kansas City?
	This development will create five (5) additional infill residential units within the urban core using existing infrastructure.  The project location is a small, undeveloped site surrounded by prior development.  The proposed development will mitigate its storm-water impacts through the use of green-spaces and a variety of Best Management Practices.  The peak rate of discharge and total runoff volume discharging to the public storm sewers/natural drainage system will be maintained at or below pre-development rates.  Storm-water will be retained onsite to control the peak discharge to predevelopment rates.  Surface runoff will be conveyed in designed open channels as much as possible to allow infiltration and minimize the cost of infrastructure construction, thereby preserving natural and financial resources.  Development of this property will improve the lives of homeowners, improve land use and increase individual financial resources through property appreciation.  City standard streetscape improvements will be constructed to current design standards for safety and easy access to the property.  Sidewalk and streetlights will encourage pedestrians to walk through the neighborhood leading to improved interaction between neighbors.            
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
