	Discussion
This is a routine final plat ordinance that authorizes staff to continue to process the plat for recording.  This plat can be added to the consent agenda.

Case No. 139-S – Ordinance No. 41888, passed December 1, 1972, approved the Hospital Hill 2 URP. 

Resolution 10-16-00 - Land Clearance for Redevelopment Authority (LCRA) found the additional areas as "blighted and insanitary" and approved the Modification to the Hospital Hill No. 2 Plan for the Beacon Hill project on October 25, 2000. 

Case No. 419-S – Ordinance No. 930015, passed January 21, 1993, approved the Paseo Terrace West "353” Development project for six single family lots located north of 26th Street extended, between West Paseo on the west and The Paseo on the east. Note: this project was never built. According to the plan, it was to have been completed in 1994. 

Case No. 419-S-1 – Ordinance No. 930016, passed January 21, 1993, approved the Paseo Terrace East “353” Development project for the development of two single family homes located south of 26th Street between The Paseo and Flora. Note: this project was never built. According to the plan, it was to have been completed in 1994. 

Case No. 139-S-1 – Ordinance No. 55851 amended the plan for the purpose of including additional parcels under the acquisition list and incorporating certain standards. 

Case No. 139-S-2 – Ordinance No. 950034, passed February 22, 1995, amended the Hospital Hill No. 2 URP by adding 14 additional parcels to the acquisition category and designating a new project area called the Longfellow Heights II Area for the construction of 124 apartment units.

	Case No. 139-S-3 – Ordinance No. 980989, passed September 10, 1998, amended the Hospital Hill No. 2 Urban Renewal Plan (URP) by including 37 additional parcels for acquisition in the area generally bounded by 22nd Street, 24th Street, Troost Avenue and Campbell Avenue. 

Case No. 413-S-6 – Ordinance No. 010066, passed January 25, 2001, and amended the Washington Wheatley/Wendell Phillips/Downtown East Plan in numerous areas as a companion case to Case No. 139-S-4. 

Case No. 139-S-4 – Ordinance No. 001637, passed January 25, 2001, and approved a modification to the Hospital Hill No. 2 Urban Renewal Plan by expanding the boundaries to include two additional areas. 

Case No. 139-S-5 – CS Ordinance No. 020442, passed May 23, 2002, approved the Beacon Hill “353” Redevelopment Corporation Plan for the redevelopment and rehabilitation of the neighborhood. 

Case No. 12708-URD – 2nd CS Ordinance No. 020443, passed May 23, 2002, approved the rezoning the area from Districts, C3a2 (Intermediate business, high buildings, district), C-2 (Local retail business district), C-1 (Neighborhood retail business district) and R-4 (Low apartment district) to District URD (Urban redevelopment district) and the approval of a development plan for mixed uses. 

SD 1167 – Final Plat, First Replat of Beacon Hill Block 2, Lots 1 Through 3 was approved by Ordinance No. 070052 on January 18, 2007. 

SD 1167A – Final Plat, First Replat of Beacon Hill Block 1, Lots 3 Through 6, Ordinance No. 080109, passed February 14, 2008, repealed Ordinance No. 070645 that approved the plat of First Replat of Beacon Hill Block 1, Lots 3-6 and enacted a new ordinance that approved the plat. 

Case No. 12708-URD-AA – Administratively approved site plan by the Director of City Development on September 24, 2008 for Robinson Hospital. 

Case No. 12708-URD-AA-1 -- Administratively approved site plan by the Director of City Development on September 19, 2008 for Beacon Hill Townhomes located at NW corner of Beacon Hill Lane and Forest Avenue. 

SD 1167B – Beacon Hill Townhomes – Ordinance No. 090919 was passed by Council on November 19, 2009. 

Case No. 139-S-6 – Ordinance No. 090947, passed December 3, 2009, Approved the Amended and Restated “353” Development Plan submitted by the Beacon Hill Redevelopment Corporation for the redevelopment of approximately a 94 acre tract of land. Note: This is the approved “353” plan for the area. 

Case No. 12708-URD-1 – Ord. No. 090851 passed December 3, 2009, approved an amendment to a previously approved URD development plan for the site.

	How will this contribute to a sustainable Kansas City?
	This project consists of preparing a final plat in anticipation of future development for one (1) lot of multifamily residential containing 30 units, within one existing building and four new buildings with six units in each building.  This development will entail private and public infrastructure improvements on previously developed property.  The new development will improve the existing storm drainage system, reducing the impact of new impervious infrastructure and providing a safe passageway for vehicle and bicycle commuters.  The improvements include curb which prolong the life of the roadway and new sidewalks to provide a safe passageway for pedestrians and provide connectivity through the community promoting healthy alternatives to automobiles. New sanitary sewers will minimize inflow and infiltration which reduces treatment costs and perimeter contamination. New storm sewers minimize inflow and infiltration which reduces maintenance costs and controls the flow of storm water to promote further development of the property increasing the City's property tax base.
