	Discussion
The new soccer village will consist of  5 new synthetic turf multiuse fields, a championship natural grass field, bleachers, additional sidewalks, renovated restrooms and shelters with new concession stands, additional parking, new field lighting, fencing, signage, a training facility expansion, and expansion of the two existing natural grass professional training fields.

The addition of the synthetic turf fields will allow for the expansion of the youth soccer programs currently offered and provide the opportunity for additional programing for such sports as rugby, football, and lacrosse.   

The championship field will provide the opportunity to program regional and national events, like the Women’s Big 12 Soccer Tournament, as well as other collegiate and professional sporting events.

Additionally, Committee Substitute for Ordinance No. 130155 identified a Cooperative Agreement dated April 1, 2013, that commits $117,000.00 annually for eleven years to the project from Jackson County, Missouri.
