	How will this contribute to a sustainable Kansas City?
	This project consists of a residential structure on previously undeveloped or under utilized property.  It promotes property ownership, maintenance, and an increased property tax base. Surface runoff is conveyed along the natural contours to allow infiltration and to minimize the cost of infrastructure construction, thereby preserving natural and financial resources.  The increase in storm water run-off will be mitigated by the small footprint of the residence in comparison to the size of the property.  In addition, a stream buffer zone extending 60’ the ordinary high water mark from either side is being platted to preserve the stream natural flow through the property.  No new sanitary sewers will be built to serve this property.  This will minimize infiltration, inflow, and the impact to the public sewer system.  Homeowners must adhere to the codes, covenants and restrictions prepared for the project to assure ongoing appreciation of their property.      
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
