	 A legal settlement with Carolina Casualty Insurance Company and Housing and Economic Development Financial Corporation (HEDFC) will provide $650,000.00 in revenue.  In joint request to the Court seeking approval of the settlement agreement, the City stated it would use the proceeds for the Minor Home Repair Program.  
Committee Substitute for Ordinance No. 080587 previously estimated $270,000.00 of the revenue so the submitted ordinance estimates $380,000.00, which is the balance of the full settlement.

Committee Substitute for Ordinance No. 080587 also appropriated the $270,000.00 to the Community Action Network(CAN) Center account to fund an agreement with the Hispanic Economic Development Corporation (HEDC) that will involves the purchase of a building to house the Westside CAN Center.  

Because the settlement funds cannot be used for that purpose, funds were transferred from the general fund account of the Minor Home Repair program to provide funding for the agreement with HEDC.
The submitted ordinance pulls back the $270,000.00 that Committee Substitute for Ordinance No. 080587 appropriated to the CAN Center account, appropriates it to the Minor Home Repair program and repeals Committee Substitute for Ordinance No. 080587.
