	Case No. 5642-P-12 – Ordinance No. 971647, passed December 22, 1997 rezoned approximately 6 acres generally located at the northeast corner of N.E. Antioch Road and N.E. 50th Street from District CP-2 (Local Planned Business Center) to District C-2-p (Local Retail Business - Limited District), and approved a preliminary plan for the same. (Note: this ordinance allowed for the Bill Woods Ford dealership and is the approved preliminary plan for this site.)

Case No. 5642-A-10 - To consider approval of setback variances for a monopole communication tower in District CP2.  Dismissed by the Board of Zoning Adjustment January 14, 1997.

Case No. 5642-CP-9 - To consider approval of an amendment to a previously approved development plan in District CP2 to allow construction of a 91 foot monopole communication tower.  Approved by the City Plan Commission December 17, 1996 subject to conditions.  Ordinance No. 970137 passed April 3, 1997.

Case No. 5642-A-8 - A request for a use variance to allow a freestanding pylon sign in District CP2 for Amoco gas station.  Withdrawn at the request of the applicant July 9, 1996.

Case No. 5642-CP-7 - A final plan in District CP2 for the Bill Woods auto dealership.  Approved by the City Plan Commission October 1, 1991.

Case No. 5642-CP-6 - A final plan in District CP2 for the Bill Woods auto dealership to allow a service drive addition.  Approved by the City Plan Commission May 7, 1991 subject to conditions.

Case No. 5642-CP-5 - A plan amendment in District CP2 on 27 acres to allow for an auto dealership expansion.  Approved by the City Plan Commission May 7, 1991 (Ordinance No. 910796 passed September 5, 1991).

Case No. 5642-CP-4 - An amendment to a previously approved final plan (5642-CP-3) in District CP2 to allow for a minor building relocation.  Approved by the City Plan Commission subject to conditions May 17, 1990.
