CONSIDERING BIDS FOR APPROVAL:

  a. Resolution #28111a – On a motion by Commissioner Stackhaus, duly seconded, the Board approved a bid recommendation to Brandy Electric for the 2007  Pedestrian Lighting & Electrical Improvement Package.

Three bids were received and opened on August 1, 2007 for the base bid work at Park Forest Park, Waterworks Park, Woodsmoke Park and Vineyard Park.  Alternate bids were requested for Pleasant Valley Park parking lot lighting (Alt. #1), Swope Park Bandstand lighting (Alt. #2), Brookside Court pedestrian lighting (Alt. #3), Waterworks Park existing lights replacement (Alt. #4) and Waterworks Park painting existing light poles (Alt. #5). The improvements include all poles, bases, fixtures, controllers and service connections for complete and operational lighting systems.  

Brandy Electric submitted the low base bid of $167,624.50 and alternates one, three and five for a total bid of $216,549.50. Their submitted participation was MBE 15% and WBE 8%.  The engineer’s estimate for the base bid was $219,450.00.  Funding is available in the following accounts.  The work will be completed within 90 calendar days from the date of Notice to Proceed.

  b. Resolution #28112a – On a motion by Commissioner Stackhaus, duly seconded, the Board approved a bid recommendation to Barsto Construction for Renovation of the Black Archives of Mid-America facility.

A study was done in 1998 on the former maintenance facility at 17th and Woodland to determine the viability of its use for the Black Archives of Mid-America. Subsequently, Group One Architects, now Moody-Nolan Architects was selected through a Request for Qualifications process to provide architectural, engineering and Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design (LEED) plans for the renovation of the building. The construction documents bids were opened on May 2, 2007. The lowest and best bid was from Barsto Construction, 1601 Iron Street, Kansas city Missouri, and a firm that has previous experience with us. The low bid was $4,595,000, which was more than the $3,600,000 available in the budget.  Subsequently, the staff and the Board of the Black Archives of Mid-America began looking for additional funding. On August 8, 2007, Ms. Barbara Peterson, chairwoman, and other members of the Board of the Black Archives of Mid-America, appeared before the Public Improvements Advisory Committee (PIAC) with staff to apprise them of the shortfall in the bid. The committee agreed to commit $800,000 in City-Wide PIAC funds to close the bid gap. An additional $200,000 will be used from Facility Improvements account 2090-707704. Other funds are available in accounts 3090-707321 and 3090-707322. The MBE/WBE goals set by the Fairness Board were 21% MBE and 10% WBE. Barstow's MBE/WBE utilization plan exceeds the goals at 24% MBE and 12% WBE respectively
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PRESENTATON:

· She noted that the students came to Parks and Recreation from the Full
   Employment Council.
· She mentioned that some of the students will be going back to Lincoln
         College Prep in the fall.
· Commissioner Stackhaus acknowledged that she would like to see this
   program eventually include 5,000 young people. “They are wonderful
   hard workers.”
· In addressing the students, Ms Stackhaus stated, “We want to recognize
    them today on behalf of the Board. I have something for each one of you. I
    want you to spend it wisely.” (Gift certificates were presented to each
    student.)

· “We want to say thank from the bottom of our hearts. We value you,” said Ms. Stackhaus.
Joan Finley, Supervisor stated that one of the advantages of the program is that the young people are allowed to work in their own neighborhoods.
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The students thanked the Board for their gifts and expressed appreciation for the opportunity for summer employment.

RECOGNITION:
Ms. Marci Jones introduced Ms. Susan Bray, Senior Recreation Director/Naturalist, Lakeside Nature Center is recognized for completion of the Missouri Master Naturalist program.
Resolution #28114a – On a motion by Commissioner Stackhaus, duly seconded, the Board approved Amendment #6 to Bucher Willis & Ratliff for Maplewoods Parkway, from M-152 to NE. Barry Road, in the amount of $127,386.00.

The Board entered into a Design Professional Services Agreement with Bucher Willis Ratliff Corporation for professional engineering services on Maplewoods Parkway from Barry Road to NE 96th Street.  Plans were prepared and construction has been completed for Phase I from NE 96th Street to M-152, including the westbound off and on ramps at M-152.  Amendment #1 prepared street lighting plans from M-152 to NE 96th Street.  Amendment #2 included aerial mapping, regulatory and permitting approvals, preliminary engineering, right-of-way and easement plans for the parkway from M-152 to Barry Road, and final design plans for the eastbound ramps at M-152.  Amendment #3 included final bridge and roadway design, geo-technical investigations for bridge design, landscaping design, preparation of construction contract bid documents, bidding assistance, construction phase design services, and construction observation services for the parkway, from M-152 to NE Barry Road.  Amendment #4 extended the term of this agreement until December 31, 2007. Amendment #5 provided a geophysical investigation, surveying, soil borings and structural design to construct a retaining wall along the southbound lanes of the parkway.
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Amendment #6 will design a 30” water transmission main along Maplewoods Parkway from M-152 to NE Barry Road.  The cost for these modifications is $127,386.00, and funds are available in Water Services account #AL-8069-808081-B-61140.  The MBE/WBE goals for this amendment were 13% and 8% 
respectively.  The participation submitted by the consultant for this amendment was 25% MBE and 9% WBE.  The time for this contract will be extended until June 1, 2009.

Resolution #28115a – On a motion by Commissioner Stackhaus, duly seconded, the Board approved Change Order #1 with Brandy Electric for the  Independence Boulevard Streetscape Improvements, Phase III, in the amount of $430,614.44. 
Two previous phases of the streetscape project have been completed and the third phase is under construction.  This phase completes the streetscape improvements of  Independence Blvd. from the Paseo Intersection to near the Benton Blvd. Intersection.

This phase of the streetscape improvement project includes two segments of Independence Blvd. The western segment is from Paseo to Woodland.  The eastern segment extends from Montgall to near Benton Blvd.  The design of the project continues the design theme of the previous phases and consists of the removal and replacement of curbs, walks, and driveways; brick paver highlights at intersections; installation of upgraded traffic signal at Chestnut Trafficway; street lights and pedestrian lighting; utility improvements; and landscaping improvements. 

Sealed bids for the projects were opened on December 20, 2005 with Brandy Electric being the low bidder.  MBE/WBE goals for this construction project were set at 15% MBE and 12% WBE. The Contractor Utilization Plan proposed an 18% MBE and 13% WBE participation and has been approved by Human Relations Department per the attached memo.

Numerous design changes, as well as unforeseen field conditions, caused us to stop construction work on the project between July 24 and October 9, 2007.  Work progressed through the winter, but these changes and conditions have resulted in cost increases.  
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This first Change Order is in the amount of $430,614.44, increasing the original contract from $1,545,385.17 to $1,975,999.61.  Contract time is extended by Change Order #1 by 297 days, with substantial completion expected on August 31.
